ORDER OF THE TOWN COUNCIL



WHEREAS, The Town Council and the MSAD have worked since June of 2003 to seek a resolve to the issue of the Pennell Trust and its assets. The parties have acknowledged that there is a compendium of history that surrounds this issue. The Town of Gray believes that the original presentation of information to the Attorney General lacked any documentation supporting the Town’s original intent to have the Trust and the Pennell Institute and assets be returned to the Town of Gray. Further, in light of recent research, the Town believes that the transfer the Pennell Trust and all assets from the MSAD #15 can be legally accomplished without violating the intent of the Will by Mr. Henry Pennell. Lastly, the Town of Gray has had and continues to have sincere interest and capability to properly administer the Pennell Trust and the assets in a manner that will be in the best interest of the community.

IT IS NOW HEREBY ORDERED as follows:

The Town Council authorizes its representatives, the Town Manager and Town Attorney to prepare and present its documentation and full case to the Attorney General of the State of Maine in an effort to have the Pennell Trust and all of the associated assets, including but not limited to the Haskell and Anderson Trusts be transferred to the Town of Gray immediately. 

BE IT FURTHER ORDERED that all current Motions pending in the Superior Court of Cumberland County related to the MSAD #15 and the Town of Gray regarding the Pennell Trust, assets and other Trusts and assets that collectively have been included in the discussions between the MSAD #15 and the Town of Gray be addressed.

This Order shall be in full force and effect from and after passage.
